Dear Members,

This Association exists to represent and promote the views of Moorings, Piles, Berth Holders and all users of the harbour and if we speak with one voice through the PMBHA we will be stronger and much more likely to have an impact upon the Council and the Marina Management Company. Most of you will be aware that the Committee aims to maximise communication with PMBHA members.
